Avodah Zara is far while it seems close (Berachoth 9:153a)
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Idols are among us and physically close to us while God is remote sitting high above many
heavens away in His abode. But this makes no difference as He rescues us when we call,
while one can scream until he dies and an idol will not save. God, in fact is close to us.

Rabbi Judah bar Simon does not make the claim that God’s abode is actually among us as
other Aggadoth do. God’s presence today is not descendent in our realm, but still far away
in the Heavens.
