God judges people's merit not according to absolutes but according to the situation and level of
the individual. God gives this wicked pagan king incredible reward for recognizing His
supremecy .

It is not expression through which God rewards but through simple commitment. God rewards
the king for taking three steps back, his simple commitment to God, not for putting His name
first, his expression of respect.
